Please choose the person in charge in your company, and each of you be responsible for
keeping SCS OSAKA clean and tidy. We appreciate your cooperation.

- During event use, you can use the facility between 8:00 and 22:00 (including staff entry
and complete leave the facility).Carrying in and out work can be between 8:30 and 21:30.

- The 3rd floor rehearsal room, you can use from 8:00 to 21:00.

- Please refrain from using the facility for any purpose other than the area, period, time
of day, or purpose specified in the contract, bringing in hazardous materials, and making
noise.

- Please manage your own luggage and valuables at your own risk. We cannot be held
responsible for any troubles.

- We cannot be held responsible for any accidents, injuries, or illnesses that occur within
SCS OSAKA. When using equipment such as panels, please be careful and considerate when
handling heat equipment and cutlery, as well as hygiene.

- We aim to make SCS OSAKA as easy to use as possible. Please help us conserve water and
electricity.

About equipment
- The person in charge is responsible for managing keys and other facilities and equipment.
[f you lose your key, you will be charged 10,000 yen per cylinder replacement fee.
- Regarding the use of equipment and supplies in SCS OSAKA, please reinstatement them to
their original condition after use. If somewhere is damaged, please pay for it.
- You may use any consumables if there are, but if they are out of stock, please prepare
your own. (Shampoo, conditioner, soap, detergent, paper towels, etc.)

Consideration for neighbors and other users

- Other users may be using our facility during the same period. Please be considerate when
using.

- Please do not cause any inconvenience to nearby stores, residences, etc.

- Loud voices in the stairway will disturb not only other users in the building, but also
neighboring apartments. Please refrain from speaking loud including rehearsal your lines.

- Standing talk at outside the building, including visitors, is prohibited. Visits must be
held in the space available in the building. Please also make announcements to guests.

- Voices spoken on the 4th floor balcony can be heard quite far away. Please refrain from
talking, including on the phone, after 18:00 pm.

- If you are using the event, please end the sound at 21:30 and leave completely at 22:00.

- If you are using the 3rd floor rehearsal room, please finish playing the sound at 20:00
and leave at 21:00.

- If you are holding a dinner party, etc., please finish it until 21:30.

- If you are staying overnight, please be quiet.

Lost items/remaining items
-We will not contact you regarding lost items or leftover items. It will be kept for one
month, after which it will be disposed of. We may charge you a fee for disposal. Please
check carefully when leaving.

About garbage disposal
- Please bring a garbage bag with you to take all trash you generate (including the IF and
5F lobbies) home with you. If necessary, please make arrangements with a vendor yourself.
- However, during the period of use, you can use Osaka City’s garbage collection service.

About smoking
- Smoking is prohibited inside the building. Please also make announcements to guests.

When leaving daily
- Be sure to dispose of cigarette butts and kitchen sink waste.
- Do not leave uneaten food (including all dry food) or unfinished glasses unattended.
- Please turn off the power to pots, coffee makers, and other electrical appliances
installed.
- Please sort out all kinds of trash.

About cleaning

- Please clean the following items on the floor you use before leaving or immediately after
using the equipment.

- Where to store cleaning tools: Top floor of the staircase (please return them to their
original locations after use)

- Vacuum the floor and the flat surface you used. Throw away the trash from the vacuum
cleaner. (No need to throw away trash when using paper packs)

<2F> <3F> <4F>

- Each time you use the shower stall, pour hot water on all six sides and remove hair from
the drain. Always keep the door open to prevent mold.

- When dirt appears in the toilet bowl, immediately clean it with a brush.

- Remove all trash from the kitchen drain.

- If you use an IH heater in the kitchen when it is dirty, it will burn and become
difficult to remove, so be sure to wipe it off with a damp cloth before and after use.
XDuring the period of use, our workshop staff may come in for cleaning. (Basically, every
Tuesday from around 9:00 AM for about 5 hours. There are exceptions.) Thank you for your
understanding. In the case of private rooms, cleaning is performed only when the door is

open.
